· 5-7 good sentences
· Does not give away the ending.
· Strength:
· Discuss characters, conflicts, themes or a point of view that is a strength in the story. Choose ONE of these categories.
· First sentence of the paragraph clearly states the category that is a strength.
· Uses 2-3 specific examples from the story for support.
· Weakness:
· Discusses characters, conflicts, themes or a point of view that is a weakness in the story
· First sentence of the paragraph clearly states the category that is a weakness.
· Uses 2-3 specific examples from the story for support.
· Exception: If you really liked your novel, you may discuss a second strength in this paragraph.
· Favorite Part:
· Discuss your favorite part of the novel or a part that was memorable.
· You could use a quote, a character, a lesson, a theme, etc.
· Thank everyone for taking time to read your review.
· Use about 5-7 good sentences per paragraph.
· Use good transitional words between sentences (Watch out for redundancy: “I think…I think….”)
· Use good examples or quotes for support (NO more than FOUR direct quotes from your novel.)
· NO outside resources or websites may be consulted for this project.  If you do so, you may receive a ZERO for plagiarism! This is a very serious offense.

· no serious errors (fragments, comma splices, fused sentences, run-on sentences)
· Check all capitalization/spelling/punctuation.
